lists and ordered or numbered lists.

1.The lower-alpha value is used to set the marker of a list
item in lowercase letters.

2.The upper-alpha value is used to set the marker of a list
item in lowercase letters.

3.The lower-roman value is used to set the marker of a list
item in lowercase roman numbers.

4.The upper-roman value is used to set the marker of a list
item in lowercase roman numbers.

e The list-style-position property specifies the position of
the list item marker in unordered lists.

e The outside value means that the bullet points will be
outside the list item. The start of each line of a list item
will be aligned vertically.

e The inside value means that the bullet points will be
inside the list item. The list item will be part of the text
and push the text at the start.

e The <dI> </dI> tag pair defines the description list.

e The <dt> </dt> tag pair defines the term (name).

e The <dd> </dd> tag pair describes each term.
